We are submitting the manuscript entitled “School and individual-level correlates of physical activity in children: a multilevel approach” as an Original Article to the Editorial Board evaluation.
This is a cross-sectional study that has accessed the association between individual and school environment variables and physical activity levels in Brazilian schoolchildren with 8-12 years of age. This study used a Multilevel statistical approach to include variables from social and physical schools’ environments. We investigated the role of these variables in different domains of physical activity (Total, leisure-time and active transportation). Our results showed a high prevalence of physical inactivity between Brazilian schoolchildren. In addition, our findings suggest that both individual and school contextual variables were associated with levels of physical inactivity, varying between domains.
